Dieases Pets and People Share 
  

We love our pets and share our 
homes and lives with them, but 
unfortunately we can also share 
certain diseases called Zoonoses.  
Zoonotic diseases pass between pets 
and people.  
Cat owners need to be aware of 
scratches or bites from their cats.  
Their mouths are full of bacteria 
which can transfer to humans and 
cause bacterial infections such as 
Pasteurella.  A scratch can transmit 
Cat Scratch Disease 
(Bartenellosis) which causes flu-like 

symptoms.   
Many diseases can be passed through dog or cat feces such as 
Toxoplasmosis. It is found in cat feces, contaminated soil and 
undercooked meat.  Pregnant women should be especially cautious and 
should avoid cleaning litter boxes or handling raw meat. Children are 
also at risk when playing in a yard or playground that has been 
contaminated with feces containing hookworm or roundworm larvae.  
Precautions include good hand hygiene and monthly de-worming of 
pets.  We recommend checking your pet's  stool sample yearly to detect 
parasites that may be a threat to your family. Rabies can be transmitted 
to humans from infected dogs, cats, and  wildlife (bats, skunks, 
raccoons).  It is a fatal disease and all pets should be vaccinated against 
it.  We can acquire some diseases from our pets, but thankfully the risk 
of serious infection is low.  Common sense measures such as hand 
washing after contact with pets and prior to eating are the key to 
prevention.  Also, regular yearly vaccinations and physicals can keep not 
only your pet healthy but you as well.
